Restorative Action is an effective, sustainablerapgh for schools to use in dealing with
discipline situations. Instead of relying on pumsnt and isolation, Restorative Action focuses
on the underlying issues that caused the confidt\@orks at fixing the harm created. Students
are encouraged to sit down and discuss the sitoatia facilitated dialogue. This type of
approach is effective because students are moebylik fix their mistakes and take
responsibility when they feel they have been lesten in a non-judgemental atmosphere, and
fully involved in developing the solution. For stats who have been harmed, they are given a
voice in the process and thereby experience a sefresmpowerment.
